
     The first official ISS mission for the Falcon 9 and dragon took
place on Saturday, November 14. 
     Earlier this year on May 30, SpaceX launched two NASA
astronauts to the International Space Station (ISS). This was the
last step in obtaining certification from NASA for their Falcon 9
and Dragon spacecraft launch system, making it the first
commercial spacecraft certified for human transport. 
Three astronauts from NASA and one from Japan’s space agency
are set to have a full length stay in orbit above the planet. After
years of test launches, docking simulations, and safety tests
SpaceX is finally launching commercial spacecraft to new heights.
Between launching comprehensive satellite coverage to building
their own rockets, SpaceX is certainly setting themselves up to be
at the forefront of commercial space travel and innovation.
